The average life span of a Labrador Retriever is 10-14 years.  Are you 
willing and able to spend the time and money necessary to provide training, 
medical treatment, and proper care for your dog throughout its entire life?  
(Yes, No, Other)


Rescued Labrador Retrievers have sometimes been in neglectful and/or 
abusive situations.  As a result, some may experience difficulty making the 
transition to a new home.  While most Labradors adjust quickly to a new 
loving, caring environment, there are some that require some extra time and 
attention.  Are you willing to be patient while your dog adjusts to the new 
home? (Yes, No, Other)


Have you considered that having a dog through its lifetime may, over time, 
require changes to your own lifestyle, including providing your dog with 
more frequent opportunities to eliminate, providing your dog with more 
padding in his/her bedding as old age sets in, or adjusting your routine to 
allow your dog to better handle/avoid stairs later in life?  (Yes, No, Other)


Are you aware that, assuming your Labrador does not have any unusual 
medical conditions, yearly costs can exceed $600 for the annual check-up, 
vaccinations, heartworm control, flea prevention and proper feeding (this 
does not include grooming and boarding, if needed)?  (Yes, No, Other)


A puppy under 14-16 weeks of age can not be reliably housetrained, as they 
do not yet have control of their bladders.  Additionally, an older puppy may 
still have accidents in the house until their bladder is fully mature.  With 
proper attention and technique, adult dogs generally require 7-14 days to 
housetrain, though they may still have the occasional accident in the house.
